When she saw her very own teacher standing outside their door, she
started to skip (2).
a. How is Posey feeling? Excited? Angry? Sad? Happy?
Have you ever been filled with so much joy that you could not stay still?
What made Posey so happy?
How does Posey feel about going to school? Her teacher? Ava? Nikki?
What makes you feel happy?
How does a very happy feeling feel inside?
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2. Their class was called “Miss Lee’s Learners.” Learning was very important work (3).
a. Who are Miss Lee’s Learners?
What sorts of things are they learning to do in school?
Are there lessons to learn that do not have to do with reading, writing, or drawing?
Can a person learn friendship lessons?
What things do good friends do with each other?
Do friends make mistakes sometimes? If so, what kinds of mistakes?
Can the mistakes be fixed?
Is learning how to fix friendship mistakes important work?
